Kitchen Diva Episodes
Diva and the Grill Boy (Pilot):  In the pilot episode of “Kitchen Diva,” Bernice Jackson, the show’s host, has Chef Bobby Flay on as a guest.  She sabotages his recipes, and he walks off the live show.  The producers decide to shoot a remote from Bernice’s home which doesn’t work out as they intended.

Diva and the Socialite:  When the producers invite Bernice’s college roommate as a surprise guest on “Kitchen Diva,” the surprise is on them when Bernice reveals that they are no longer friends.  When the show must go on, Bernice puts on a happy face and ends up causing the guest to make a fool of herself on the show.

Diva and the TV Star:  An up-and-coming restaurant owner is a guest on the show.  He shows a personal interest in Bernice who later learns his motives are not pure at all and she exposes him for the fraud that he is.
Diva and the Relatives: When James’ relatives from Biloxi, Mississippi, drop in for a weekend visit, Bernice tries to be gracious… until they end up staying for two weeks and wreaking havoc on the entire household and the Kitchen Diva studio staff.

Diva and the Anniversary:  Bernice celebrates 40 years of “Kitchen Diva” and gets very emotional and confused about TV chefs who’ve been on the show in the past.

Diva and the Background Singers:  When Bernice’s niece asks her to help her singing group get into television, she hires them to be her background singers on the show.  The problem is they don’t know when to stop singing and follow Bernice everywhere she goes provided background music for her life.

Diva and the Optometrist: Bernice suffers chronic headaches and it’s discovered that it’s due to the outdated prescription for her glasses.  Althea takes her to the optometrist who tells Bernice she needs bifocals.  Bernice equates bifocals with being old and refuses to use them.  She has problems with seeing clearly on the show and runs into one problem after another.

Diva and the Stalker:  When a strange man is noticed in the audience of every show, and lurking around the studio, Bernice thinks she’s being stalked.  She hires a bodyguard and her paranoia goes through the roof.

Diva and the Mirror:  After being called from her job to help out with Bernice on the set, Althea is fired and Quincy hires her to be Bernice’s stabilizing assistant.  Everyone sees Althea as a mirror image of Bernice when she was younger, but Bernice doesn’t like the references and sets out to prove that she doesn’t need Althea’s help.
Diva and the Blind Date:  Cassandra submits Bernice’s photo and bio to an online dating service for seniors and finds a match.  It takes some convincing to get Bernice to agree to meet the mystery man.  Bernice finally decides to agree to a meeting and discovers that the mystery man is Quincy.

Diva and the New Cook:  Bernice goes through her seasonal dislike of the cook and wants to hire a new one.  She decides to handle the interviews herself and makes it almost impossible for anyone to qualify for the job.  When the household staff speaks up, Bernice believes that everyone is conspiring against her and Althea becomes the referee to settle the matter.

Diva and the Law Suit:  When Bernice prepares Crepes Suzette ala Bernice, an audience member gets scorched when the flambé explodes and sues “Kitchen Diva.”  The case is blown out of proportion and it’s discovered that the plaintiff has a history of having accidents.  The case is ultimately dismissed, and Bernice is banned by the fire marshal from preparing flaming dishes. 
Diva and the Paparazzi:  When a local celebrity drops in on the show, Bernice is temporarily an item of interest to the paparazzi.  They hound her around the clock for three days then move on to the next hot story.  Bernice isn’t sure whether she is more angered by their intrusion in her life, or them no longer finding her interesting.
Diva and the Apprentice:  Bernice takes a young culinary graduate under her wing as an apprentice.  Bernice’s assistant finds him snooping through company files and discovers that he’s there on behalf of a business mogul who wants to buy out the show and the studio without Bernice.
